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M  ost Sundays we recite the creed and in it 
we say these familiar words: óWe look for the resurrection 
of the dead and the life of the world to comeô. The idea behind this 
part of the creed is that we are looking to the future. The rest of 
the creed has been looking either at the past, i.e. the life and min-
istry of Jesus, or the present, i.e. the nature of the Church and the 
work of the Holy Spirit. So the creed provides us with a foundation 
in the past, a perspective on the present and an insight into the 
future. But this bit is about the future. It echoes statements that 
Paul makes in one of his letters about the resurrection life. Have a 
look at 1 Thessalonians 4:13-18 and youôll see what I mean. And 
of course this particular Scripture and others like it are used at fu-
nerals as a source of comfort and as a promise for those who die 
in faith. Now, while I completely accept that this is how this part of 
the creed should be understood, I think thereôs a temptation to 
leave it in the future and not appropriate it for ourselves now. 
Thatôs a fancy way of saying that I think we can see this part of 
the creed as the pie in the sky when you die bit, rather than the 
steak on your plate while you wait bit (apologies to vegetarians!)  
 
The part of that phrase óWe look for the resurrection of the deadô 
that I really like is the ólookô bit. Now I imagine that it is supposed 
to mean that we are to be looking ahead to the resurrection at the 
end of all things, but again I think that is to narrow the focus too 
much. I like to think that we are to look for the resurrection of the 
dead, not just for the future but for the present moment. We are 
meant to look at the world with Godôs eyes, as it says in one of our 
Eucharistic prayers, and that means seeing the world through res-
urrection eyes, through Easter eyes. 
 
You and I have, over the years, met plenty of folk who for one 
reason or another have stopped living. They are breathing and 
maybe even moving around, but they have stopped really living.

What life they have is at best humdrum, at worst embittered and 
poisoned by previous bad experiences. I believe that in those kinds 
of ódeathô situations, new life can be found. But it can only be 
found if we look at life with Easter eyes. And that includes looking 
at out own lives. As resurrection people we need to live as though 
we are not six feet under. We are to present to the world a new 
face; we are to sing a new song. We are to enchant a world that 
has been dulled by materialism with a vision of life that is beautiful 
and truly worthwhile.  
 
That for me is the resurrection message. It canôt just be the big 
show at the end of all things. Jesus came to give us life and life in 
all its fullness (John 10:10) and that means life now. Let us live, 
then as Easter people, that the world, too, may be raised.
