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The Bishop's Consecration Service 
 

At St. Mary's Cathedral on 23'd April, the Feast of St. 

George the Martyr, the Very Reverend Doctor Gregor 

Duncan was consecrated as the Bishop of the Diocese 

of Glasgow and Galloway. 

 

For long periods of history the sees of Glasgow and Galloway were 

either vacant or held by the Bishop of Edinburgh. The traditional 

founders of these sees were St. Kentigern, also known as Mungo, 

(Glasgow) and St. Ninian (Galloway). In 1837 the Reverend 

Michael Russell of Leith was elected as the first bishop of the 

United Diocese of Glasgow and Galloway. Bishop Gregor is the 14th 

to be so elected.

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The service, in a packed cathedral, was 

a truly joyous occasion. It was led by the 

gentle but very clear tones of the Primus, the 

Most Reverend David Chillingworth, the 

Bishop of St Andrews, and augmented 

by a powerful choir which led us ably in 

the hymns, the Gloria and the Prayer of 

the People. The sermon, very apt for the occasion, was delivered by the 

Reverend Canon Brian Hardy who has been Gregor's mentor for 

many years. 

 

After he had declared his intentions to fulfil the duties of the office 

of Bishop, the Primus and the other Bishops laid their hands upon 

Gregor. He was anointed by the Primus and vested in the robes of a 

bishop, receiving also a bible, staff and ring. The new Bishop was 

led to his throne by the Provost of the Cathedral in a quaint manner 

with hands being held about head height. 

 

Bishop Gregor led the congregation in saying the Nicene Creed. At 

the Peace he greeted the other bishops before joining the Primus in 

greeting members of the congregation in the central aisle. At 

Communion the Primus and the new Bishop distributed the bread. 

 

The service ended with an impressive 

procession of clergy retiring to some 

powerful organ music, after which all 

joined for refreshments and nibbles to 

greet one another and to congratulate our 

new Bishop. It was a happy and uplifting 

occasion. 

 

We all wish Bishop Gregor well on his 

journey as our spiritual leader.
