Dear friends, 

 

“One more step along the world I go, from the old things to the new, keep me 

travelling along with you.” Words from that joyful hymn by Sydney Carter 

which always makes me want to tap my foot when I hear it. It`s all about jour-

neying through life but with God by your side. And the joyful beat of the tune 

is exactly the way our lives ought to be lived out.  

 

It`s just a year now since Freda and I moved from Manchester to Ardrossan 

permanently and we don`t regret it for one moment. But we didn`t move here 

all by ourselves. Actually we both feel that God had a hand in guiding us to 

where we are today, and indeed still points the way to go. When I look back I 

didn`t know where my ministry was going and I had to trust that God knew 

what he wanted me to do. I had reached a cross roads in my life but as the 

hymn goes on, “As I travel through the bad and good, keep me travelling the 

way I should. Where I see no way to go, you`ll be telling me the way, I 

know.” 

 

I began listening to God`s advice, and following his directions on my journey 

some time before I was Ordained. I have found that spending time in quiet 

reflection helps me to listen to what God is saying to me, and so to discern 

where God wants me to go on that journey of faith. The same applies to all of 

us, not only as individuals but as a community and Church as well. We need 

the direction in which to travel and we need to know where we are heading. 

But we also need to know that where we are heading is the road God wants us 

to travel. So we all have to live our lives discerning God`s plan for us day by 

day. 

 

At this time we need even more to think of where it is that God is leading us 

as individuals and especially as a community. Do we know what it is that we 

are trying to achieve? Do we know where we are going? As we start to pre-

pare our strategy for growth, do we know what qualities we need in those who 

will lead us? Do we know in which areas we need or indeed want to grow? 

Yes, I know it`s all questions but by asking ourselves those questions we are 

made to think carefully about the road we travel. And it is only by praying 

about the issues confronting us that we will find the answers to those ques-

tions. 
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As we enter the season of Lent we need to take time to reflect on those ques-

tions and ask God to point us in the right direction. We need to examine our-

selves and try and establish where we are going. We need to examine our 

hopes and fears and establish what it is that we long for. And we need to ex-

amine how we are going to grow in order to be where God wants us to be. 

Remember the words of Sydney Carter`s hymn, “Where I see no way to go, 

you`ll be telling me the way, I know. And it’s from the old I travel to the new, 

keep me travelling along with you.” As we travel the new road together, may 

God always be alongside us, guiding us and lighting the path before us.

Bearing in mind the horrific earthquake which occurred just off the coast of Chile on 

27th February last year, it is highly appropriate that the world-wide service has been 

written by Christian women of Chile. Buildings, bridges and roads were destroyed in 

many parts of Chile at that time, and yet the resilience of the people looking ahead to a 

restored nation is echoed in the service which they have written.   Taking as it theme 

'How many loaves have you?' the service of 2011 looks at those in countries where 

food and possessions are in abundance, and sets that against places where the people are 

poor and starving. 

 

Services will be held in schools, hospitals, nursing homes, universities, shopping centres 

and prisons.   There will be a service held near you, when you, like people throughout 

the world, will be asked to consider the question 'How many loaves have you?' Will 

you be there?

This year the focus is on the Family Life Programme work in Uganda, helping 

people in rural Ugandan communities to reassess their lives and change small 

things, diet, hygiene etc.   As a result of the scheme thousands of villagers have 

seen their lives change for the better. 

 

As in previous years there is a suggestion for us for each day in Lent, to count 

certain things, then to give a sum of money.  For example, on Ash Wednesday 

count the taps in your house.   Give thanks for clean water, 29% of Ugandans 

still can't access safe water.   Give 5p for each tap you have.   And so on 

throughout Lent.  A way of learning about life in Uganda, evaluating our own 

lives and giving.

All the money you collect during Lent can ei-

ther be sent direct to MU, or can be given to me and I can forward it in one go 

after Easter.

Mothers’ Union believes children should be valued as children, not 
consumers. Yet marketers target children’s natural inexperience in 
order to reach the household purse. 
 
Giving children the message that they are what they own, rather than being 
valued for who they are, can negatively affect their wellbeing. Nearly three-fifths 
of parents believe that advertising seen by children can be harmful to them. 
Using sex to sell to children is particularly objectionable and 87% of Scottish 
parents think TV, magazines, films and the Internet makes children sexually 
aware at a younger age than would otherwise be, according to our new report.  
 
Our Bye Buy Childhood campaign aims to empower families to challenge the 
commercialisation and sexualisation of childhood through positive action.  As 
part of the Government (Reg Bailey) Review on the commercialisation and 
sexualisation of childhood, the Department for Education have launched a 
consultation on the issue for parents and carers. Please do consider responding 
to this as an individual, or passing it on to someone else you think might be 
interested – this consultation is really open to anyone, not just parents of young 
children.
